ACurriculum: Materials teachers use to develop
student skills and to achieve expected outcomes.

Alnstruction: Deliberate teacher action to develop
student skills and mastery of content.

AAssessment (n)A set of problems which illustrate
what students should know and be able to do.

AAssessment (v)Deliberate action to measure
student knowledge, comprehension, and skills

APARCC is a state test that could replace MCAS
for English/language arts and math in 2016
for grades 38.

What Does PARC Look Like?

APARCC is a computebased test with a
paper/pencil option for districts.

Alt includes 2 parts in English/language arts and 2
parts in math. The first part focuses on writing

and analytical skills, and is primarily hand
scored. The second part, which Is computer
scored, targets reading and math comprehension.
